Planned LERG Changes  3/1/07
The following describes planned changes to the Telcordia® LERG™ Routing Guide that is produced by Telcordia® Routing Administration (TRA).  Please call TRA on 866-NPA-NXXS (i.e. 866-672-6997) or (732) 699-6700 if you have any questions, comments, or concerns regarding this notice.  This notice is being sent to the party receiving the physical product (e.g. data transmission, CD) since that is often our only confirmed contact in your company.  Please share this notice with those in your company that may be interested or may need to know.  These changes may necessitate changes in how you or your company processes the LERG.

(1) LERG CHANGES – March 1, 2007
LERG structural changes will occur with the March 1, 2007 issue of the LERG Routing Guide.  True structural changes only apply to the LERG8LOC file.  However, fieldnames are being modified in some other files.  Appropriate updates will also be applied to LERG OnLine.  LERG file layouts and specifications reflecting these changes are available for download at www.trainfo.com (documents).  
The following summarizes the changes to impacted files.
LERG6 files (LERG6, LERG6INS, LERG6ODD, LERG6ATC), LERG10, LERG11
The 2-character LOCALITY COUNTY field has been renamed LOCALITY INDEX – there are no other changes to these files, and existing data in this field does not change.
LERG8LOC 

· The 2-character LOCALITY COUNTY field has been renamed LOCALITY INDEX – existing data in this field does not change.
· A 1-character filler field, a 20-character LOCALITY COUNTY field, and a 24-character filler field have been added after the RC Type field in the current file layout.
· The file record length has changed from 125 to 160.   BLK SIZE has changed from 27875 to 27840.
LERG 12 files (LERG12, LERG12INS)
The LRNTYPE field in LERG12 and LERG12INS will become an empty filler field.  The physical record layout has not been altered.  However, the new file specification document has combined this 1-character filler field with the 30-character filler field that preceded it, to list a single 31-character filler field in the document.  Basically, data in the field position used today by LRNTYPE will become blank.  No other aspects of the file or data will change.

Notes:

The current 2-character LOCALITY COUNTY field has historically been used as a qualifier to permit a distinction between places that have the same name in a given state/province/territory/country.  A small percentage of LOCALITY records have this qualifier field populated.  The existing values in the field may be one or two characters and often, but not always, are a user-defined two character abbreviation for the county involved.  Since this field is intended as a record qualifier more so than the actual identification of a county, it is being relabeled as LOCALITY INDEX to be better aligned with its primary purpose.  Any existing values in this field will not change as a result of this relabeling.
The new COUNTY field in the LERG8LOC file will be a 20-character field that will identify the county of the LOCALITY.  It will be populated for most records with an actual COUNTY value. However, note the following:
· In some cases, the value of MULTIPLE COUNTIES will appear (i.e. for cases where the given “locality” may encompass more than one county).
· In some cases, the words NOT APPLICABLE will appear.  A few “locality” records may exist for reasons other than identifying an actual place or may apply to a place in the North American Numbering Plan area that is not technically associated with a county.

· In other cases, initially, NOT AVAILABLE will appear.  These are cases under investigation by TRA as to what the value in the field should be.  Ultimately NOT AVAILABLE should no longer appear in this field.

· Initially, some COUNTY values may contain numerics.  These are the result of postal code identifications, and should, over time, be replaced with either a valid county name, MULTIPLE COUNTIES, or with NOT APPLICABLE.

· Initially, Canadian “locality” data is expected to contain NOT AVAILABLE.
· The term COUNTY is used herein to identify counties as well as any comparable jurisdictional divisions (e.g. such as “parishes” in Louisiana or “boroughs” in Alaska).
(2) Sample LERG files / Notifications:
A sample version of the current LERG is always available at www.trainfo.com (follow catalog links).  A sample copy of the revised LERG has been made available at this site as of January 16, 2007.  Customer who may desire a NDM (mainframe data exchange service) version of the revised filed, should they be receiving the LERG as such monthly, can contact the TRA Customer Service Center for further information.

(3) LERG1 – ICO/ILEC

Although not a change in the LERG itself, approximately 1500 OCNs identified with a CATEGORY value of ICO in LERG1 will be reclassified to a value of ILEC in mid February.  These changes will be processed as normal changes for those who receive the LERG One Day Changes files.  Henceforth, companies that otherwise would have been denoted as ICO will be classified as ILEC.  
(4) LERG CHANGES – June 1, 2007 (zipped file – CD Microsoft® Access LERG database files only):
Due to increasing data volume in the LERG CD, CD capacity limits will be reached relatively soon.  In anticipation, the Microsoft Access database version of the LERG on CD will be provided as a compressed, self-extracting “zipped” file, beginning with the June 1, 2007 LERG.  The .DAT files on the CD will remain as they are today.

The change will require the user to run (i.e., double-click) the LERGDATA.EXE file at some point when processing the CD, but only if use of the LERG Access data is desired (i.e. if you only use the .DAT files, this change is incidental).  Although this is a fairly straightforward process, it is being mentioned at this point since some users may have developed local scripts to process/load the LERG CD.  If so, some minor adjustments to such processes may need to be made.

Again, this is a preliminary notification of these files being provided on the CD in a zipped format.  As opposed to the other aspects of this notification that are to occur with the March 1, 2007 LERG, the zipping of the LERG Access database files will occur with the June 1, 2007 LERG.  Given the extended notification lead time being provided for the zipping of the files, timing, etc., are subject to change, although changes are not expected.  Reminder notifications on this zipping of the LERG Access files will also be provided as part of future LERG distributions.
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This is a Reminder Notice,  essentially the same notice issued 12/1/06 with possible minor revisions, reflecting 3/1/07 LERG changes.
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
