TPM Changes  10/15/06 (Product Date) 

The following describes planned changes to the Telcordia® TPM™ Data Source that is produced by Telcordia® Routing Administration (TRA).  Call TRA on 866-NPA-NXXS (i.e. 866-672-6997) or 732-699-6700 if you have any questions, comments, or concerns regarding this notice.  This notice is being sent to the party receiving the physical product (e.g. data transmission, CD) since that is often our only confirmed contact in your company.  Please share this notice with those in your company that may be interested or may need to know.  These changes may necessitate changes in how you or your company processes the TPM. This notice reviews planned changes to how Mexican data will be provided in the Telcordia® TPM™ Data Source.  Changes are based on recent decisions by the Comisión Federal de Telecomunicaciones (COFETEL).
What is changing regarding Mexican dialing?

On or about October 15, 2006 dialing to Mexico will require that a 1 (one) be dialed after the Country Code (i.e. after 52) for calls terminating to mobile Calling Party Pays (CPP).
Mexico is considered International as its numbering is based on formats and policies that are outside those of the North American Numbering Plan (NANP).  For various historical reasons, Mexican data has been provided in the TPM and has been “force fit” into the TPM.DAT file format that contains NANP data (i.e. United States, US Territories, Canada, Bermuda and several Caribbean countries). However, it is not possible to continue with that format due to this dialing change and for various other reasons.  
TPM impact:
Due to the change in the Mexican dialing plan, and to address other aspects of Mexican numbering that have evolved over time, the manner in which Mexican numbering data is provided in the TPM will need to be modified.  Other considerations include the need to reflect number assignment details (carrier, type of carrier/number, localities, etc.) at a level below the current three digits (NXX) provided in the TPM.
To effect this, Mexican data will be provided in a new separate file to be added to the current TPM set of files.  If you currently utilize the Mexican data in the TPM, to assist in your transition, existing data will be retained in its current format in the TPM.DAT file through the April 15, 2007 TPM.  
Note:  There are no changes to TPM file layouts or other TPM specifications other than the addition of this new file (that will contain only Mexican data). 
If you do not currently process Mexican data from the TPM:
If you currently do not use Mexican data from the TPM, there likely is no impact, however, you possibly may have a need to address the fact that there will be an additional file added to the TPM set of files.  Essentially, you may have local processing or utilize a distribution method that may need to recognize the existence of the added file.  
You may also have processing logic that removes or suppresses reading the existing Mexican data, which should become a moot point when that data is no longer included in the TPM.DAT file.  

Please assess these situations relative to your use of the TPM to whatever extent you feel is necessary.
If you currently process Mexican data from the TPM:
If you currently use Mexican data from the TPM, please note that Mexican data will be retained in its current format/file through the April 15, 2007 product (issued in March 2007), permitting you some additional time to address the changes.  Although the data in its current format is not at a level needed to address various aspects of Mexican numbering including the upcoming dialing plan changes, the data is not immediately invalidated by the change in the Mexican dialing plan and may continue to be useful in the short term depending on what aspects of the data you currently use.
The attachments to this document provide a more detailed review of the planned changes including a ‘mapping’ of existing TPM data fields to those in the new file.  Given the short notice of this change, TRA will be following the implementation schedule below.  Also, the full set of TPM file specifications and an updated TPM Glossary file that will contain definitions for fields in the INTLMX.DAT file will be provided at www.trainfo.com (documents) no later than August 28, 2006.

Operational considerations regarding the changes in Mexican dialing:
Although several aspects regarding the implementation of this numbering change remain unclear relative to call processing and billing, suggested scenarios raise the potential of call completion problems due to mis-dialing, translations issues, etc.  Also potential exists that mis-billing may occur due to price differentials in Mobile Party Pays (MPP) vs. Calling Party Pays (CPP), etc.  The revision to how Mexican data is provided will provide a level of detail that can assist in addressing such items.
Interested in additional International data?
We are interested in knowing if you could utilize additional International numbering information (other non-NANP countries), similar to how the data for Mexico will be provided.  This would involve data at a level “comparable” to the NPA NXX (and sometimes block) level of data provided for the NANP. Detailed Review of Planned Changes to TPM Due to Mexican Dialing Plan Change
On or about October 15, 2006 Mexico will require that all mobile Calling Party Pays (CPP) terminating calls be prefaced with a “1”. 
Today, in order to terminate this type of a call to Mexico you would dial:  

Country Code (52) + CLD (2/3 digits) + Series (3/4 digits) + Subscriber number (4 digits) 

Effective with the change, it will be necessary to dial certain numbers (shown with example values) as follows: 
Country Code (52) + 1 + CLD (449) + Series (554) + Subscriber Number (6235)

For reference, NANP (e.g. United States) calls are terminated as follows:


Country Code (1) + NPA (732) + NXX (699) + Subscriber Number (6700)

Currently the TPM represents Mexican data as 052 (Country Code) in the NPA field of the primary TPM file (TPM.DAT), followed by three digits in the NXX field that correlate to either:

· a 3 digit CLD

· a 2 digit CLD (e.g. Guadalajara) followed by the first digit of each subsequent Series (i.e. 1-9).

Note: CLD is an acronym provided by Mexico and can be considered something like an NPA (i.e. a code identifying a generally wider region than a “Series”).

General Overview/mapping of Current TPM.DAT fields to data in INTLMX.DAT

To assist any users who need to further assess Mexican data changes, the following fields are in the order the current TPM.DAT file, with current field names in bold typeface.  Those with italicized wording in their explanation indicate a general mapping to a field in the INTLMX.DAT file.  Those without italization will not be provided in the INTLMX.DAT file.  Several other current TPM.DAT fields do not map to a given field in INTLMX.DAT, but can be seen to default to a specific value for Mexican data in the TPM.DAT file.  User surveys indicate extremely minimal, if any, continued need for data that is not directly mappable to a field in the INTLMX.DAT file.  Filler fields are not addressed below.
NPA – Under the former format this was 052 for Mexico, with 52 being the Mexican Country Code.  This will now be the Code Country Code field.
NXX – Could be considered equivalent to the first three digits of the NDC, at least relative to how Mexican data was provided in the TPM.DAT file.  Note that any NDCs with a leading “1” pertain to CPP calls and would not have the “1” in the current TPM.DAT format.
Block ID – This has always appeared as an “A” in the current TPM however, the US Thousands Block Pooling concept does not correlate to Mexico.
NXXTYPE – Could be determined from the Type of Service (TOS) and TOS Description fields.
Effdate of Last Change – Effective Date field.
Range - always has appeared as 00009999 for MX.  This is not necessarily accurate at certain levels of code assignments (e.g. LOCALITY).
Change Code - under the revised format a unique code for change will not be provided for changed records from the previous month.
OCN - always has appeared as 8096 (Telefonos de Mexico / Telmex), which is not the current state of assignments in Mexico.  The 'name' of the actual assigned company is provided in the revised format.
AOCN - always TRA1 for MX.
Company Code - always 00 for MX.
Company Type - always 1 for MX – however this is not accurate going forward as types of companies vary.
Bill to RAO - except for current records that appear with 523, all others appear as 501.  Ongoing accuracy is questionable.
Send to RAO - always 000 for MX.
Major V - based on one of 13 'border points' historically used in billing systems of the past – ongoing need has not been demonstrated by any user. 

Major H – see Major V.
Rate Center LATA - always 838 for MX (a long time informally assigned default more so that any defined FCC "LATA").
Rate Center LATA subzone – always 00 for MX.
Rate Center NAME - a dummy Rate Center name for each of the 13 V&H pairs (i.e. MEXICO1-13).
Rate Center TYPE - always blank for MX.
PLACENAME – Billing Identifier.
State, Province, Country – ISO2 Country Abbreviation.
Time Zone –> Time Zone (UTC) – although values are not the same, UTC values can be mapped to other TPM values, as well as in reverse.
Daylight Savings Observed Indicator – Determinable by non blanks in the Daylight Savings Time (DST) start (and end) fields.
PORT IND - always 0 (no) for MX.
TBP IND - always 0 (no) for MX.
IDDD - always 0 (no) for MX (accuracy is questionable).
Dialable Indicator - always 1 (yes) for MX.
OLR Step – Rating Indicator (appearing as 01-08 for Mexico).
Point ID - always 5 for MX.
Effective Date of Assignment – May often be, but not guaranteed to be the value in Effective Date field.
